Lights up on an empty castle room

Ellie: Why did we sign up for this again?
Rachel: Because my teacher told us we had to do one as an assignment and this one looked cool Plus it was on
sale.
Bob: Hello. Here for the escape room?
Ellie: Yes.
Bob: Nothing like being trapped in a castle. I sure hope we don’t get beheaded, am I right? (No one laughs)
Rachel: All right well that’s three of us.
Bob: I can’t wait to get started. I’ve never done one of these escape room things.
(Jessica and Kimmy enter, Jessica has a bottle of water)
Kimmy: Stop!
Jessica: You stop!
Kimmy: I’m telling mom when we get home.
Jessica: Fine, whatever. This was her stupid idea anyway.
Kimmy: Yeah, because you’re such a Butthead and you start trouble all the time.
Kimmy: So?
Jessica: So she wanted us to learn to work together. You’re such a butthead.
Jessica: You’re a Butthead!
Anna: Hello there welcome to Bexley castle my name is Anna Montgomery and I will be your host for the next
hour. You will find six clues around the room and they will lead you to the key that unlocks this door. When we
are ready, [ will hit this button and that will start the clock. You’ll hear this sound (makes a buzzer sound) and
you’ll know the door is locked and the game is on! You seem like a smart group so I’'m sure you’ll figure out
the clues and fine the key.

Rachel and I have Economics together and she
asked me to come along. Seemed like a good idea at the time (looks around) now I’m not so sure.

Jessica: (She puts her water bottle on the table, on top of the WIFI password) We’re here because —
Rachel: Because your mom is tired of you fighting.

Jessica (shocked). Yes! How did you know??

Kimmy: Oh my goodness. Oh my goodness. We’re stuck in here.

Jessica: We’re stuck in here????

Rachel: Well, I did hear the buzzer. She said the door stayed locked for exactly one hour.
Bob: She also said her tea tasted funny.

Ellie: You don’t think...

Rachel: That she’s been murdered? I’m afraid that’s exactly what I think.

Ellie: One of us is the murderer! (Ominous music as the whole cast looks at the audience)
